Emil Zatopek, the greatest long-distance runner from Czechoslovakia,
was born in 1922. His success at the Olympics in 1952 was unique — he won three
gold medals in 5,000 m, 10,000 m and marathon. His record in 10,000 m was
unbeaten from 1948 till 1954. He had the fourth gold medal in 10,000 m at the
Olympics in 1948, when he lost 5,000 m. In the European championships he won
three gold medals and one bronze, dominating 5,000 and 10,000 m in 1950.
In 1954 in 5,000 m he was beaten by V. Kuts from the Soviet Union. Zapotek’s best
records, achieved between 1951 and 1954, were: 5,000 m in 13 min 57.2 sec., 6 miles
in 17 min, 59.2 sec., 10,000 m in 28 min. 54.2 sec. In 1956 he made the third

Olympic appearance and finished sixth in marathon.
